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The Emergency Preparedness Task Force (EPTF) and Community Emergency Response Training (CERT) collaborated to inform and recruit residents. The EPTF brochure summarizing the draft emergency preparedness plan for the area, the CERT brochure outlining the purpose for and content of CERT training, and miscellaneous other literature on tsunamis, earthquakes, chemical releases and other potential hazards were given out. Volunteers offered starter emergency kits for sale and gave away rubber gloves in film cannisters for first-aids kits. They distributed 62 Birch Bay EPTF brochures and 12 CERT applications, and got six names of people interested in participating in the task force.
